Partnership with parents

The law requires us to keep specific and up to date information in a number of Alph a
areas, which means that you are required to:
e Inform us of any change in the details on your Child Registration Form. Kindergarten Schools
e Tell us if you are not at your usual location (home/work) and give us a
telephone number where you can be contacted in an emergency.
e Keep your child at home if s/he has an infectious disease, diarrhoea, vomiting a
and/or a high temperature.
e Authorise us to give prescribed medication and to sign our records every time that
you collect your child. Medication must be handed to the staff for safe-keeping.
e Sign our accident records if we advise you of an accident involving your child.
e Collect your child promptly at the end of a session to ensure that we keep to legal staff/child ra-
tios.
e Complete a ‘Consent Form’ for your child for each external trip away from the Club.
